A Stanislaus National Forest was identified as one of the ten landscapes for
targeted fuel reductions work with a treatment area of over 300,000 acres.

A SERAL is primarily focused along the California Highway 108. The Stanislaus

Forest landscape planning area is a mix of federal, state, and private land.

A The Stanislaus Landscape Project aims to apply a full suite of needed treatments

to restore forest resilience at a landscape scale. These treatments include
mastication, biomass removal, machine piling for burning, hand piling for
burning, hand thinning, timber harvest, hazard tree removal, prescribed fire, and
fuel break construction and maintenance. Combined, these efforts will reduce
hazardous fuels and create a landscape that can better withstand disturbances

such as wildfire, insects, disease, and drought conditions, while also protecting

local communities, providing for critical species habitat, and supporting forest
use and recreational opportunities.
